Place Value

· Add/Subtract 1/10/100.
· Add/Subtract 1s across a ten.

· Understand the role of the server in a network when requesting a website.
· Recognise that routers connect to send information.
Programming
· Explain what a loop is and include one in their program.
· Suggest possible additions to an existing program by remixing code.
· Use a systematic approach to find bugs.
· Understand the definitions of decomposition and algorithm and how they are used to create accurate code.
Emailing  
· Log in and out of email.
· Type in the email address correctly and send the email.
· Add an attachment to an email.
· Recognise when an email may be fake and explain how they know.

· Correctly label the features of shield and composite volcanoes and explain how they form.
· Describe how volcanoes form at tectonic plate boundaries.
· Explain a mix of negative and positive consequences of living near a volcano.
· State that an earthquake is caused when two plate boundaries move and shake the ground.
	Music

· Continue to learn some notes on the musical stave.

· Look at other views such as Humanism and Atheism.
